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The U.S. Naval Observatory recently completed a new building to house its rubidium fountains as well as hydrogen masers, cesium beam tube clocks, and future clocks.  The design and performance of the building itself is key to providing a good environment to house the clocks.  Additionally the measurement, dissemination, and future capabilities of the infrastructure electronics are critical to achieving mission goals and supporting requirements into the future.
This paper reviews some of the building design choices and then goes into detail describing how the measurement system, distribution amplifiers, cables, and even the racks were chosen to best ensure utility and performance into the future.
